Among the wide range of    

breeding birds are Whiskered Terns, Black-necked Grebes, several herons, Little Bittern & 

Bee-eater. The butterfly list numbers more than 100 species and there are many moth species 

now extinct in the UK. The rare European Pond Tortoise breeds here in good numbers. The         

orchids at this time will be stunning - this well-kept secret is a naturalists’ paradise!
