Travel arrangements: You might like to combine this holiday with other activities on the other side of the channel - please let us know if you would like to meet us in France on our way to La Brenne. The normal arrangement will be to meet in Portsmouth at about 7.30pm on Friday May 30th for a pub meal before the ferry crossing. We can pick up at pre-arranged points on the journey from Dorset to Portsmouth.
